Before joining NHMRC in January 2008, Professor Papadakis was Executive Director, Social Behavioural and Economic Sciences at the Australian Research Council and, prior to that, Professor of Modern European Studies and Foundation Director of the National Europe Centre, at the Australian National University. He has held appointments as Professor of Sociology and Head of Department at the University of New England and Research Fellow in Social Policy at the University of Kent at Canterbury.

is a leading researcher in health services research in Australia. She has extensive 
policy and research based experience of health services funding and financing in Australia.
 Her research interests are in the use of economic evaluation in resource allocation, undertaking and applying the results of economic evaluation to health care services and understanding the preferences and behaviour of providers and consumers/patients in relation to health care. In addition to being a Chief Investigator on a number of funded economic evaluation projects (rehabilitation following ankle fracture, diabetes care in general practice, new methods of delivering cardiac rehabilitation, person-centred care and environmental changes for dementia patients and early intervention programs for children and families), 
Dr Haas is a Co-Director of the Australian Technology Network of Universities (ATN) Centre for Metabolic Fitness, a multi-University collaboration undertaking a wide range of research and evaluation projects related to obesity and the metabolic syndrome. 
Dr Haas is the leader of a UTS team, which, in collaboration with researchers from UNSW, is the recipient of an NHMRC Health Services Research Program grant and is CIB on a UTS-administered NHMRC Capacity Building grant. She has been a member of a number of NHMRC Grant Review Panels and was the chair of a panel in 2009.

Annie McCluskey is an occupational therapist and health services researcher. She is currently a postdoctoral research fellow in the Faculty of Health Sciences at the University of Sydney, an award co-funded by the National Stroke Foundation and Royal Rehabilitation Centre Sydney. Annie has published over 30 peer reviewed articles, and her research has been supported by $1.8 million in funding. Most recently she received over $500,000 as Lead Investigator to conduct her first NHMRC Project grant. The 'Out-and-About' trial is investigating the efficacy and cost-effectiveness of an implementation program to change the practice of community rehabilitation professionals and improve outdoor journeys by people with stroke.

Pharmacoepidemiology and Pharmaceutical Policy Program, Lowy Cancer Research Centre, UNSW
Sallie is a health service researcher specialising in clinician behaviour change, pharmacoepidemiology and pharmaceutical policy evaluation. She has conducted this research in Australia, the United States and the developing world. Sallie completed her doctoral training in 1998 at the University of Newcastle, Australia and was the inaugural Postdoctoral Fellow in Pharmaceutical Policy at Harvard Medical School from 2000-2001. She returned to Australia in 2002 where she worked as a consultant to the WHO Collaborating Centre in Pharmaceutical Policy Boston and Medicare Australia for two years. She returned to academia in 2004 and in March 2006 joined the Adult Cancer Program as the Pharmacoepidemiology and Pharmaceutical Policy Team Leader. She currently holds a Cancer Institute NSW Career Development Fellowship (2010-2012). Sallie's current research interests focus on three core areas: 1. Using secondary data sources to investigate the use and impact of medicines in real world clinical practice 2. Clinician behaviour change, specifically the use and uptake of electronic decision support to guide prescribing practice 3. Investigating the direct and indirect costs of cancer care from the perspective of health care payers and patients. Sallie currently holds more than $7 million in competitive research funding (NHMRC, Cancer Australia, Cancer Institute NSW) and has more than 50 publications in the peer-reviewed literature.
